Eric Freeman started playing cricket at Le Fevre Primary School at the age of 11 and then at the Woodville High School until the age of 16.  Eric started playing at the Port Adelaide Cricket Club in 1957, playing in the school boys competition for 4 years. Eric during these years was a leg spin bowler and occasional wicketkeeper.
In 1963-64 Eric played in the C Grade for most of the season as a wicketkeeper and on the morning of the semi-final the opening bowler had an accident in his car and our captain asked Eric if he would like to open the bowling because at practice he would tear in and try & bowl fast!  Port Adelaide won that semi-final with Eric the star taking 14 wickets, 7 in each innings and also scored 91. Eric was promoted to the B Grade for the Grand Final and made 125 and took 3 wickets. In the next season 1964-65 he was promoted to the A Grade and after 3 games & taking 11 wickets against University, he won selection in the SA Sheffield Shield Team to play against WA in Perth. Eric opened the bowling with Neil Hawke who took 6/46 and Eric took 2 wickets in his 3rd over off successive deliveries, including test player Barry Shepherd for a golden duck. In the 1967-68 season he was selected to play for the Australian Second XI to tour NZ for 7 weeks and in that year Port Adelaide won the A Grade Final against Prospect with Neil Hawke and Eric Freeman taking 5 wickets each.  Port Adelaide batted first on a good Adelaide Oval pitch and were bowled out for 96.  Port Adelaide then bowled Prospect out for 53.  Eric was then selected for the Australian Test Team in 1967 for the 2nd Test in Brisbane against India and took a wicket with his 3rd ball in Test cricket and after 2 over’s he had the impressive figures of 2/3. Eric’s first scoring shot during that match was a six over mid wicket.  Eric then went to England in 1968 and to Sri Lanka, India & South Africa in 1969/70 and also played against the West Indies in Australia.

Karen Rolton started playing cricket when she was in primary school with kanga cricket and then for her school Wandana Primary school. In year 7 she made the Prospect Shell Shield team in which she was the only female playing cricket with the boys. From then she discovered that women played cricket as she joined the Olympic Women’s cricket club.  Karen played at Olympic for several years and was very successful. Eventually Olympic merged with another women’s team and they joined the Adelaide Cricket Club.  After a few years there Karen moved to the Port Adelaide Cricket Club where our women’s teams have been very successful over a long period of time.
 Karen also played men’s cricket for 4 years which was a fantastic experience for her and increased her development. 
Karen was 14 when she first played State Cricket, when she made the U/18 State team and then progressed to the State U/21 team when she was 17.  From there she made the Senior State team during season 1994/95 and this is when Karen made her debut for the Australian Women's Cricket Team. Karen was awarded the Vice Captaincy in 1997 and later became Captain of the Australian Women’s Cricket Team in 2006. Karen Rolton has played in 4 World cups, playing in 3 finals and winning 2.  She recently captained Australia in the recent World Cup in Sydney.  Karen has been named Women’s International Cricketer of the year 4 times, in 2002, 2003, 2005, 2006.  She was also named the ICC Women’s player of the year in 2006.

Freeman Squad:

The players selected for the Freeman Squad will be managed by the Junior Coordinator & Cricket Development Officer of the Port Adelaide Cricket Club along with representatives from community clubs within our metropolitan zone. 

To be selected for the Academy, a player will show cricket ability and have a good attitude towards training & learning.  The PACC will liaise with the community clubs in the Port Adelaide zone to select the best candidates for the Academy.

Rolton Squad:

The Rolton Squad members will consist of junior girls from PACC and additional girls that are recruited from within our zone.   Players in the Rolton squad will range from 10 to 16 years of age.  This Squad will include any girls who wish to try out the sport of cricket & potential new players for our cricket club. 
The players selected for the Rolton Squad will be managed by the Junior Coordinator, Cricket Development Officer & PACC Women Squad Manager.
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	PLAYER/PARENT EXPECTATIONS

Players:
All players involved in the Freeman Rolton academy are expected to attend all training sessions during the season unless unavailable or injured.  If a player is unable to attend a training session, then the Head Coach or Cricket Development Officer should be notified.  Players should report to the Head Coach at least 10 minutes prior to the session commencing.  All players are required to wear the Academy shirts provided to each session along with any other merchandise supplied by the Port Adelaide Cricket Club.

Parents:

Parent & Guardians are required to have their child ready to participate in the sessions at least 10 minutes prior to the start time.  Parents are encouraged to stay and watch the sessions although coaching is to be managed by the Head Coach & assistances so players are not receiving mixed messages.  You may be able to assist the Head Coach in preparing equipment & drills for the training sessions as you may learn some new drills & training techniques while observing academy sessions.
